Apart from Year 9, all tests will be marked inter-
nally, according to strict guidelines provided by the Qualifications and
Curriculum Authority (QCA) in the UK. Further information relating to
Levels will be received from QCA on 22nd June. After this has been
collated, letters will be sent to parents of pupils who completed the
tests. Year 9 tests are being sent to England for marking. We expect
results to be sent to us in the second week of July. They will be for-
warded by email to parents, with other information, within two days
of them being received. Summaries of pupils’ results will be included
in the information sent to parents.

Our pupils thoroughly enjoyed the performances by Loose
Canon on Wednesday. The experience of seeing live theatre and
the opportunity to ask questions about the performances and acting
was very valuable. Thank you for supporting this activity.

As fee invoices for the next school year have been sent, I remind you
of the opportunity to make advance payments. As announced in the
fee letter sent home earlier this term, we are providing the oppor-
tunity to pay the Tuition and Building Levy fees for two years
now, fixed at the current price for the year levels in which
your child/ren will be studying.
