A security reminder: All parents are reminded that the following
security procedures exist at CCS for the good of all. We are unable to
exercise any flexibility, and failure to adhere to the procedures could
result in a parent being refused entry to the campus. Please do not
blame the security guards when they enforce the rules. They

do so under instructions and have no discretion to alter the proce-
dures.

Personal:

CCS ID cards: All parents and designated drivers/domestic helpers
are required to clearly wear their CCS ID card to enter and remain
on the campus.

Parents who forget to bring their ID card must register with Secu-
rity at the school gate and present a suitable alternative ID which
should include a photo (i.e. passport, KITAS, driver’s licence). Fail-
ure to produce such alternative ID will result in the parent having
to wait for their child outside the gate.

Drivers/domestic helpers who regularly accompany pupils to and
from school must be registered with the school and be issued with
an ID card. Unregistered drivers/domestic helpers will not be per-
mitted to enter the campus.

Belongings:

Personal belongings, especially closed bags, may be subject to
search on entry to the school.

Vehicles:

All vehicles entering the school compound may be subjected to rig-
orous security checks.

Failure to display a current CCS ID card may result in rigorous se-
curity checks and hence cause delay and inconvenience.

In times of heavy traffic, vehicles whose drivers do not have a cur-
rent ID card may be barred from entering the compound.

Helmets: all motorcycle and bicycle riders must wear suitable hel-
mets whilst riding on our campus.

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From the Secondary School Desk

If you ask a Year 10 student what they are studying, you will gain an impression of the academic rigour
and tremendous variety offered by the IGCSE ‘world’ they occupy at the moment.

In Global Perspectives the students are handing in their extended essays on a comparative study of two
refugee groups they chose to research and reflect on. On Friday they will video record ‘my cultural iden-
tity’ presentations for their Portfolio to be assessed by Cambridge. In Travel and Tourism the students
are tantalizing themselves by researching and comparing aspects of world wide tourist destinations. In
Business Studies they are calculating and creating a break even graph. This week Maths is all about
probability and the number system. In Literature the students have just completed hour long poetry
presentations, taking it in turns to teach the class some of the set poems from the IGCSE poetry anthol-
ogy, employing the analytical and presentational skills they are developing in the lessons. In Drama, it's
‘The Royal Hunt of the Sun’, the renowned play about the Spanish conquest of the Inca Kingdom in Peru
and they are designing jewelry and a head dress for Atahualpa, the Inca God of the Sun. Chemistry and
they are building their own molecules from molymods and have devised their own rubric for assessing
their future investigations. Biology, and it’s plant life. They have just enjoyed ‘The Blues’ in Music, and
have just completed a mock exam in Art on different techniques for painting landscapes. In Geography
the topic on Coastal Processes around the world will lead to an environmental study here in Bali, with
cross-curricular links into Global Persfectives. And in PE the students are wrapping up the badminton
part of their course.

Not only are Year 10 students learning course content, but they also bring a wealth of their own knowl-
edge, expertise and creativity to the dynamics of the classroom, as they develop into self reflecting and
critical thinking experts in their subject areas.
What a great start to their IGCSE’s !!

What is chickenpox?

Chickenpox is a common illness that causes an
itchy rash and red spots or blisters (pox) all over
the body. It is most common in children, but most
people will get chickenpox at some point in their
lives if they have not had the chickenpox vaccine.
After you have had chickenpox, you are not likely
to get it again. But the virus stays in your body
long after you get over the illness. If the virus be-
comes active again, it can cause a painful viral
infection called shingles.

How is it spread?

You can get it from an infected person who
sneezes, coughs, or shares food or drinks. You can
also get it if you touch the fluid from a chickenpox
blister.

What are the symptoms?

The first symptoms of chickenpox often are a fe-
ver, a headache, and a sore throat. You or your
child may feel sick, tired, and not very hungry.
After a chickenpox red spot appears, it usually
takes about 1 or 2 days for the spot to go through
all its stages. This includes blistering, bursting,
drying, and crusting over. New red spots will ap-
pear every day for up to 5 to 7 days.

How is it treated?

Most healthy children and adults need only home
treatment for chickenpox. Home treatment in-
cludes resting and taking medicines to reduce fe-
ver and itching. You also can soak in oatmeal
baths to help with itching.

How can you prevent chickenpox?

You can prevent chickenpox by getting the chick-
enpox (varicella) vaccine. Doctors recommend two
doses of this shot for healthy children 12 months
of age and older who have not had chickenpox.

Do not expose your child to chickenpox on pur-
pose. Some parents expose their children to chick-
enpox because they think it is safer for children to
have the illness when they are young. But this is-
n't a good idea, because even young children can
have serious problems from chickenpox.
