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CCS 2010 BSSA Junior Athletics Champions!

The 2010 BSSA Athletics competition took place last Wednesday, 9 June 2010, at the
Kompyang Sujana Stadium in Denpasar. 9 BSSA schools (CCS, AIS, French, Sunrise, SLK,
Dyatmika, BIS, SIS and Green School) took part in the competition.

Track events included the 100, 400 and 800 metre races and the 4 x 100 metre baton relays.
Field events included the High Jump, Long Jump, Triple Jump, Shotput, Discus and Javelin.

For the second year in a row, CCS emerged as BSSA Athletics Junior Champions (12 years
and under), defeating runner-up BIS by a point margin of 368 to 277 points., CCS also fin-
ished in third place in the Senior Division (13 years and over).

It was also a CCS record of 33 first places achieved in the Junior Division for BSSA Athletics
(7 viere achieved in 2007, 11 in 2008 and 28 last year). CCS also broke 20 existing BSSA re-
cords in track and field (see details below).

Out of 8 Junior divisions, CCS von 7 in the 100 metres, 6 in the 400 metres, 7 in the Long
Jump, and 5 in the High Jump. CCS also won 3 out of the 4 Junior Baton Relays.
